STEP 5.:

Align the Canopy (M) with the mounting plate (G),
the mounting screws from mounting plate pass
through the Canopy holes secured tight with 2 cap
finials (O) on the mounting screws.

STEP 6.:
Assemble the crystals(P) onto the fixture body(A) by
ball screw (R) together with metal tube (S) & clear
washer (T), see right detail image. (Note: There are
6places need add one small metal plate (U) to cover
the screw)

STEP 7.:
Insert E12 bulbs(Q) onto the socket, when
assemble or take off of the crystal, use your hand
to hold the lamp body to prevent crystal falling.

STEP 8:
Connect breaker and turn on Light.
